By the power of the Holy Spirit he took flesh; as your Son, born of the blessed Virgin, he 

lived on earth and went about among us; he opened wide his arms for us on the cross; 

he put an end to death by dying for us; and revealed the resurrection by rising to new 

life; so he fulfilled your will and won for you a holy people.  

And now we give you thanks because all things are of your making, all times and seasons 

obey your laws, but you have chosen to create us in your own image, setting us over the 

world in all its wonder.  You have made us stewards of your creation, to praise you day by 

day for the marvels of your wisdom and power: so earth unites with heaven to sing the 

new song of creation:

And so, Father, calling to mind his death on the cross, his perfect sacrifice made once for 

the sins of the whole world; rejoicing in his mighty resurrection and glorious ascension, 

and looking for his coming in glory, we celebrate this memorial of our redemption.  As 

we offer you this our sacrifice of praise and thanksgiving, we bring before you this bread 

and this cup and we thank you for counting us worthy to stand in your presence and 

serve you.   



Send the Holy Spirit on your people and gather into one in your kingdom all who share 

this one bread and one cup, so that we, in the company of all the saints, may praise and 

glorify you for ever, through Jesus Christ our Lord; by whom, and with whom, and in 

whom, in the unity of the Holy Spirit, all honour and glory be yours, almighty Father, for 

ever and ever.  Amen.
